Review of TV coverage on PRI’s programme on HIV/AIDS in female prisons (PRI Round table event, 29 March 2011, Ust- Kamenogorsk, Female Prison)
Work with a female prison in East Kazakhstan oblast will be part of PRI Central Asia’s pilot project on the prevention of spreading HIV/AIDS and TB. According to statistics every tenth female prisoner suffers from such diseases. There is no common system of prevention and treatment of these diseases in Kazakhstan. 
There were 500 tubercular patients in 2007 in East Kazakhstan oblast, the number of patients has now doubled. The main causes of this are lack of prison staff and prisoners’ addiction to alcohol and drugs. At the moment 80 women are undergoing obligatory medical treatment.
The project is due to be implemented in East Kazakhstan oblast and in Karagandy oblast.
According to Saule Mektepbayeva, Regional Director of PRI in Central Asia, «the project will last two years; the main attention will be on collaboration work with prisoners and prison staff, and development of treatment skills».
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
