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In the run-up to the 3" intergovernmental expert meeting on the Review of Confederazione Svizzera
the UN Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners from 25 Confederaziun svizra

to 28 March in Vienna, this side event seeks to provide a platform for
discussion on substantive issues of any revision of the Rules.

The process has been called the ‘most important standard-setting process
currently underway’ due to its impact on both criminal justice and human
rights. Various Rules identified for review are highly relevant with regard to
the implementation of the prohibition of torture and other ill-treatment.

The Special Rapporteur on torture’s report to the General Assembly in
December 2013 reflected on these areas and made recommendations on
elements which need to be incorporated into the Standard Minimum
Rules.

Based on a resolution of the General Assembly, in 2012 the open-ended
intergovernmental expert group met in Vienna and in Argentina, and made
substantive progress on the revision process. The intergovernmental
expert meeting in Vienna is a crucial next step and will involve concrete
negotiations on how the Rules under review should be revised.
